-Take away the firoller-coastero effect of pain
control.
-Attenuate the euphoria associated with short-
acting opiate prescription medications.



Disadvantages of Prescribing Long-Acting Opiates

-Extremely Addicting.
-High street value if sold illegally.

-Can be difficult to wean If taken over a long period
of time.



Disadvantages of Prescribing Long-Acting
Opiates (cont.)

-Side effects when combined with other
conditions and/or behavior can be life-
threatening.

-When combined with other medications,
they potentiate each other.
